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IN THE LATEST WAVE OF TERROR IN RUSSIA, AMERICANS REACH OUT TO HELP VICTIMS
Bensalem, PA – September 8, 2004 – The donations are pouring in at the International Foundation For Terror Act Victims (www.moscowhelp.org), a grassroots organization which was formed by a group of Russian and American activists in 2002 to help the victims of the Nord-Ost Theater hostage crisis.

With at least 335 dead and over 700 wounded, most of them children, the Beslan school tragedy is nothing short of Russia’s September 11th. The people of the world are standing awestruck with horror.

The Foundation is the only US charity organization committed specifically to helping children of the Beslan tragedy. It incurs no administrative expenses related to personal donations, all of which are delivered directly to victims’ families.
In the words of the Foundation’s President, Andrew Mogilyansky, “this terrorist act was committed against innocent children and no parent in the world can remain indifferent in the face of such an awful tragedy.”

In the first 5 days since the donation drive was initiated on www.moscowhelp.org, the Foundation has received over $400,000 in personal donations alone. However, much more is needed to provide effective assistance to an estimated 600 injured and orphaned children.

The Foundation also actively seeks large corporate donors, a number of which have already made pledges and are expected to make their donations shortly.

The Foundation is recognized by the Russian Embassy which features a link to www.moscowhelp.org on its web site. Hundreds of web sites and thousands of individuals throughout the world actively support the Foundation’s cause by distributing information through the Internet, printed media, radio and TV.
